(5 ounces)  

4. The minimum distance 
between the wheels is 4.5 cm 
(1¾ inches)  

5. Clearance between the chassis 
and the track should be 0.95 
cm (3/8ths of an inch) 

 

KUB KAR COST: (TBA) Usually $5.00  

6. Axles, wheels, and body shall be from the
